Destination Unknown

Éa mystery quilt
Quilt Size:  51" x 51"   Block Size:  20"

The instructions below are for a nine patch using squares.  Since you did not cut up 
your fabrics, you should make strip sets and then cut to save time.  Either way, the end 
result is eight 9-patches.  

PART 2 - EIGHT NINES

Step 1:  Layer a light 2-1/2" square on a dark 2-1/2" square, right sides together.  Sew a 
1/4" seam along one side of the layered pair.  Repeat this step twenty-three more times for a 
total of twenty-four light/dark pairs.

Step 2:  Using a light/dark pair from Step 1, sew a light 2-1/2" square to the other side of 
the dark square as shown below.  Repeat this step seven more times for a total of eight 
light/dark/light units.  Press seam allowances toward the dark fabric.

Step 3:  Using a light/dark pair from Step 2. sew a dark 2-1/2" square to the other side of 
the light square as shown below.  Repeat this step fifteen more times for a total of sixteen 
dark/light/dark units.  Press seam allowances toward the dark fabric.

Step 4:  Sew a dark/light/dark unit to the top and bottom of a light/dark/light unit, as shown 
below.  Repeat for a total of eight Nine Patch blocks.  Press seams toward the dark/light/

Your Nine Patch blocks should measure 6-1/2" along each side.  They will measure 6" 
when sewn into the quilt.

PART 3 - THE CHOICE OF SISTERS

Step 1:  Using a pencil and ruler, draw a line from the top left corner to the bottom right corner on the wrong side of all 
light 2-7/8" squares, as shown below:

 

Step 2:  Layer a light 2-7/8" square on a dark 2-7/8" square, right sides together.  Sew a 1/4" seam on EACH side of the line. 
 Cut apart on the line and press seam toward the dark fabric.  Trim points.  Repeat thirty-one more times for a total of sixty-four 
light/dark half-square triangles.

Step 3:  Arrange two dark 2-1/2" squares, two light/dark half-square triangles, and one medium 2-1/2" square as shown below. 
 Using a scant 1/4" seam, sew together to form a row.  Press seams away from the half-square triangles.  Repeat for a total of

Step 6:  Sew a Step 3 row to the top and bottom of the block, as shown below.  Press seams toward the nine-patch. Repeat for a 
total of 8 Sister's Choice blocks.

You now have eight Sister's Choice blocks.  Blocks should measure 10-1/2" unfinished.  They will measure 10" when sewn 
into the quilt.

Step 4:  Arrange two light/dark half-square triangles and one medium 2-1/2" square as shown below.  Using a scant 1/4" seam, 
sew together to form a row.  Press seams toward the medium square.  Repeat for a total of sixteen rows.

 

Step 5:  Sew a Step 4 row to the left and right sides of a nine-patch block (from  Part 2), as shown below.  Press seams toward 
the nine-patch block. Repeat for a total of 8.

2 Sticks butter (not margarine)
1 cup sugar
Saltine Crackers
1 cup chocolate chips
1 cup peanut butter chips

Preheat oven to 400 degrees.

Line cookie sheet with foil.  (Let foil hang over edges.)  Lay saltines side by side on cookie sheet until 
covered.  Combine butter and sugar in saucepan.  Let mixture come to a boil and cook for 3 minutes 
from boiling, w hile stirring.  Pour over saltines, spreading evenly to cover all the saltines.  Bake at 
400 degrees for 7 minutes until lightly brown.  Pour chips over saltines and spread evenly.  You can 
put back into over to soften chips.  Refrigerate at least 1 hour.  Break into pieces.

EVENING STAR QUILT GUILD

GENERAL MEETING
NOVEMBER 6, 2008

CALL TO ORDER--The meeting was called to order at 7:06PM by Lura Campbell, president.

PRESIDENT'S COMMENTS--Lura welcomed the visitors and reminded members to renew their memberships.  Lura then 
introduced the evening's speaker, guild member, Ginny Stevens.  Ginny passed out instructions for the guild block of the month.  
Directions included hand piecing templates and directions for triangles on a roll.  After this meeting, directions for the block of 
the month will be in the guild newsletter. 

PROGRAM--Ginny Steven's program on color began with instructions on the creation of a color wheel using black paper and 
colored fabrics.  Ginny explained that a color wheel should always be against black to get colors to match.  White makes edges 
of color vibrate against the eyes which prevents a true color match.  Primary colors are red, yellow, and blue although in the 
theater, green is substituted for blue as a primary color.  Secondary colors are created by combining two primary colors.  The 
secondary colors are orange, green, and violet.  Ginny stated that there is a color distinction between violet and purple; violet is 
a secondary color, purple is not.  Purple is a tint.  Tertiary colors are created by combining a primary and a secondary color.  The 
primary color is named Þrst.  An example is combining red, a primary color, with violet, a secondary color, to get red-violet 
which is a tertiary color.  When choosing colors, compliments will work together as will double compliments.  Compliments are 
colors found across the color wheel.  Double compliments are colors found across the color wheel as well as the color next to 
each of them.  A tint is created by adding white.  Violet combined with w hite creates purple; purple is a tint of violet.  A shade is 
a color to which black has been added; it is the opposite of a tint.  Adding white or black to a color is called value.  Adding a 
variety of values gives intensity and adds interest to a quilt.  To add value quilts should have a very light color, a color of medium 
intensity, and a very dark color to provide contrast.  Using prints with a large, a medium, and a small scale, as well as a solid 
color or a fabric that reads as a solid provides interest and eliminates confusion.  This is called a variety of scale and should be 
used along with multiple values of color to create a quilt that provides visual interest.  Ginny suggested selecting one fabric with 
a couple of accents.  Her demonstrated choice used chocolate brown, cream, and black.   A light background will cause colors 
to not be true so strong medium and dark fabrics need to be selected to stand up to the light background.  For members creating 
both the the small block (6") and the large block (12") for the block of the month, Ginny recommended four (4) or Þve (5) yards 
of the main fabric along with a light and a dark fabric.

TREASURER'S REPORT--Treasurer Mary Lane stated that the checking account had a beginning balance of $7,380.05.  After 
expenses of $154.65 and $994.00 being deposited, $8,227.97 remained in the account.  Jeanne Heinemann reminded the 
membership that the membership neglected to vote on the previous month's treasurer's report.  Following a motion by Tamara 
Heinemann to accept both reports as submitted and a second by Mary Sorrell, a vote was held.  The motion carried.

MEMBERSHIP--Chairman Bell Woods reported the guild had 50 members present and six (6) visitors:  Meaghan DaCosta's 
friend, Carly Long, Elsa Holiday, Dolly Basack, Jody Gonzales, Cornelias Lee, Cande Cluff.  The name tag drawing was won by 
Cheryl Clabough.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES-- Following a motion by Carolyn Robinson and a  second by Carol Harmon, the minutes were 
approved as published in the newsletter.

DECEMBER WORKSHOP--December 6 will either be a Christmas stocking workshop or a UFO workshop to be held at the 
Helena United Methodist Church.  Members are reminded to check parade routes for both the Alabaster and the Helena city 
parades as roads are often closed early.

SHOP HOP--Bobbi Rich with the Birmingham Quilters Guild in vited members from ESQG to join them for a shop hop.  
Members would need to sign up at this meeting for the bus trip to the Red Hen Quilt Shop in Marietta, Georgia, outside Atlanta.  
Attendees may meet at Briarwood, leaving at 6:30AM and returning at 7:00PM with lunch at La Madeline Restaurant also 
located in Marietta.  The cost is $34.00.

JANUARY RETREAT--Patty Huys reported that a contract needs to be signed with Magnolia Park for the retreat.  Members' retreat 
fees must be paid in full by the end of the December meeting.  A cancellation fee of $25 will be assessed for cancellations after 
December 4.  Patty stressed that the earliest arrival time on Thursday morning would be 10AM but rooms will not be available 
until 4PM.  Occupancy is four (4) to a room.  Rooms have three (3) double beds and one (1) twin bed per room.  Magnolia Park's 
owner and cook, Elizabeth Matthews, needs to know special dietary needs of those attending, whether vegetarian, diabetic, or

moved earlier to allow an earlier departure to the quilt shop.  Attendees will receive a 25% discount at Heart to Heart Quilt 
shop during the scheduled retreat shop hop.  

CHARITY QUILTS--Terry Bell, in Cynthia Brown's absence, reminded members that we are off to a slow start in donations for 
Project Linus.  She asked that members with quilts to donate bring them to her and Þll out the sign-up sheet.

MYSTERY QUILT--Terry Bell brought a mystery quilt block to show for Carolyn Ray who is traveling cross country.  Lura will e-
mail Tamara directions for the mystery quilt block to be sent out.

NATIONAL SPEAKER--VP/Special Events, Terry Bell, announced that Bonnie Hunter's class on Friday would be "Strip Twists"; 
Saturday's class would be "Star Struck".  Each class will need 25 people to cover costs.  Bonnie's 2009 calendar is booked and 
2010 is nearly booked.  Bonnie will drive 500 miles to teach; our guild is 492 miles.  Our guild has already been contacted by 
other guilds asking for any class seats not Þlled by our guild members.  ESQG members are urged to sign up as soon as 
possible.

FAT QUARTER DRAWING--Sandra Ryce reported that 29 fat quarters were turned in for this meeting's drawings.  The winners 
were Mary Lane, Darlene Calfee, Mary Sorrell, Ann Stansell, Pam May, and Di Wash.

STRIP OF THE MONTH CLUB--Sara Adlman stated that a second group had been formed with seven members.  These 
members were to see Sara after the meeting.  Members of the Þrst group were to pick up their bag from Sara after the meeting.

DECEMBER MEETING--Members were asked to dress festively as pictures will be taken for a guild directory.  Tamara 
Heinemann has arranged for a backdrop and lighting to take pictures.  There will be no gift exchange but instead members are 
asked to bring non-perishables to donate to those in need.

OPPORTUNITY QUILT 2008/2009--Cheryl Clabough asks that members sell at least two packets of tickets.  Ticket stubs and 
money should be turned in each month.  (Secretary's note: Before turning in ticket stub, remember to sign on the stub back the 
name of the member who sold the ticket.)

ANNOUNCEMENT--Lura Campbell announced that Mandy Edwards had become engaged to be married and was moving to 
Florida.  She extended the guild's regrets at losing such a nice member.

SHOW AND TELL--Sara Adlman, Mary Lane, Ginny Stevens, and Judy Goodwin all modeled their sweatshirt jackets made in 
Sara's class.  Patty Huys and Linda Duke showed their Raggedy Bags also made in Sara's class.  Sheryl Simpson brought her 
wallhanging from Carrol Dickerson's discharge dyeing class, an Aubie quilt, and a baby quilt from a collegiate kit.  Cheryl 
Clabough brought a black and green Twisted Bargello and a Crazy Stars quilt both Peggy Barkle designs.  Cheryl also brought a 
mystery quilt from last year.  Pam Borders brought a quilt made of brown squares against a black background; the design was a 
free pattern from Quiltmakers.  Terry Bell brought a green and tan quilt from a class taken on her cruise.  Judy Goodwin 
brought a quilt made for her son's birthday and a Christmas quilt and pillow case.  She chose a hunting theme to reßect her 
son's interest.  Ginny Stevens showed a green, purple, and blue Gordian Knot quilt.  Ginny also showed 15 BOM from the 
Heart of Dixie guild that she upscaled to Þfteen inches.  Jimmie Lou Clements brought a pink and blue rag quilt with 
embroidered butterßies to be donated to Project Linus.  She also showed her two Rudolph quilts, one in red fabrics and 
another in green fabrics.
