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JANUARY 9, 2009
CALL TO ORDER--The meeting was called to order at 7:15PM by Lura Campbell, president.

PRESIDENT'S COMMENTS--Lura began the meeting with an introduction to the evening's program which was on Sharon
Schamber's binding technique. Lura mentioned that Sharon's site has videos to be downloaded along with books to be ordered
and classes to be taken. Sharon has won Best of Show at Paducah two years in a row. Lura then welcomed the visitors to the
meeting. Tonight's visitors included Tammy from Heart to Heart Quilt Shop and Beverly who was recommended by Anita at
Heart to Heart Quilt Shop. In addition, Ethel from Sylacauga, Selena and Meaghan Da Costa's grandmother from Ontario, Joy
Merritt, Shelby Looney, and Mandy Clause were also introduced as visitors. Vicki Felix, a visitor, joined the guild.

JANUARY RETREAT--Patty Huys gave adbreport on the upcoming retreat to Magnolia Park. Patty stated that retreat
information was now on the website. For the Heart to Heart shopping members attending the retreat would be given an
identiPer to show enabling them to receive the one time discount. Sale fabric would not be included in the discount. Members
were requested to wear their name tags so everyone could learn each other's names. For the retreat block, members are to
bring two (2) fat quarters of coordinating batiks, one light and one dark. If anyone attending the retreat has forgotten her secret
quilter she is to contact Patty. Those members arriving early on Thursday will have access to the sewing area but the bedrooms
will not be ready until later. Signs will be posted on doors with the names of members sleeping in each room. Each person will
have her own key; a kve dollar ($5.00) refundable deposit will be taken for keys. Thursday members may unload no earlier
than 10:00AM; Friday members may arrive as early as they wish. Sunday will have a 7:30AM continental breakfast, brunch at
11AM and check-out at noon with a 3:00PM Bnal departure. E-mail Patty should any questions need to be answered as she
checks her e-mail frequently.

PROGRAM--Members were treated to a presentation on Sharon Schamber's techniques for binding a quilt. Judges often make
the bnal determination on a quilt's place in a show based on the binding. Sharon creates perfectly square quilts by making her
bindings and lightly starching and Elmer's gluing the fabrics together. Sharon begins by squaring her quilt. She then lightly
starches fabric before cutting on the straight of grain; she cuts enough pieces of fabric (usually 2 1/4" width) for binding the
entire quilt. The trick to square corners is to prepare a crease line which will be the sewing line at corners. Fold back corners
so the right edge is along the bottom of the strip forming a triangle. Run Elmers glue along the fold line. Take the straight end
of the second strip of binding fabric and layer it over the Ipst strip, matching ends. Press to heat set. When opened, stitching
will be done on this line. Shorten stitch length to about one and one-half (1 1/2) to sew on the fold line. Open triangles while
separating glued area then trim seams to one quarter inch (1/4"). Allow approximately eight inches (8") extra binding to close
ends. For each side, starch, glue, and heat set fabrics. Sew about three-eighths of an inch (3/8") seam allowance. Begin at end
of quilt and sew to crease line, pivot then sew off edge of quilt. Binding should then be folded back to form a square allowing
approximately one-sixteenth of an inch (1/16") raw edge of the quilt to show. This prevents too much fabric from bunching in
corners. When ready to close binding, fold left side of binding back; press. Open completely the left side binding. A cross-
shaped crease will have formed from the lengthwise fold of the binding and the second folding of the binding. Fold this section
of binding towards creases at a forty-te (45) degree angle; press. Lay right section of binding on top of left section of binding.
Trim away excess from right side of binding. Open right binding to unstick from starch. Place a line of glue along angled fold

of left binding. Place right binding, again folded lengthwise, inside the left binding. Heat set along glue line. Separate binding
from quilt. Open binding again and heat set. Fold binding lengthwise back together, it should tperfectly on quilt. After
rechecking to make sure binding s and lies (at, sew on seam lines as done in the binding. Open glue lines and trim to quarter
inch (1/4") seams. Pull binding to back of quilt, covering sewing line. Lightly press and glue then heat set before sewing. Make
sure seam allowances at each corner have been carefully pushed into the corner of the binding. Binding can now baished

by hand or machine. Sharon uses 100% cotton piecing thread, usually Mettler 50 weight, along with a really hot iron, and
Elmer's Washable School glue with tip. She uses size 10 applique needles and a ladder stitch for hand sewing bindings closed.
At the miter, stitches should be closer together because stitching will be on the bias. A short version of Sharon's binding
technique as well as how to make a glue tip from mechanical pencils is on YouTube. Mary Lane tried the technique. She really
liked starching the project as it held everything together. She had trouble following the fold when she opened it up. Lura
suggested using more than a 2 1/4" binding if machine sewing the binding to the back. Lura liked the gluing portion of the
technigue. Susan Rigby followed the directions on YouTube for making a tip for the glue. It took her three (3) bottles of glue
and bve (5) mechanical pencils. Following this technique, Sara Adliman demonstrated how to make binding with two strips at a
time. It was mentioned that teacher Melis Rae Holly uses three inch (3") bindings. Lura used a two or two and one-quarter (2"
or 2 1/4") binding cut size to end up with a bnished one-half (1/2) or three-eighths (3/8") fished binding. Ellen Anson
recommended cutting fabric six (6) times the kished width an individual wishes to make the binding.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES--Following a motion by Ginny Stevens and a second by Ginger Alred, the minutes were approved as
published in the newsletter.

MEMBERSHIP--Bell Woods reported thatfty-two (52) members were in signed in and six visitors were in attendance. One
visitor joined the guild. Judy Buster won the name tag drawing.

TREASURER'S REPORT--Mary Lane reported that the guild had a beginning balance in the account of $9,492.13 with expenses
of $445.17 and $135.00 in deposits. The ending balance was $9,181.96 through December 15. The secretary reminded the
membership that due to the treasurer's absence the previous month, it would be necessary to approve the treasurer's report for
both months. Following a motion by Sandra Ryce and a second by Meaghan Da Costa, both sets of reports were approved.
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FAT QUARTER DRAWING--Sandra Ryce reported that a total ofteen (15) batiks had been turned in allowing three (3) sets of
bve (5) fabrics to be drawn. The winners of the three drawings were Mary Lane, Pam May, and Susan Tucker.

NATIONAL SPEAKER--Terry Bell reported that eleven (11) members had signed up for Bonnie Hunter's Friday class and
twenty-two (22) had signed up for her Saturday class. Friday's class will be "Strip Twists"; Saturday's class will be "Star Struck".
Classes will be held on March 6 and March 7 at the physician's auditorium on the Shelby Medical Center campus with

proposed class times 9:00AM-3:00PM. Classes will use two and one-half inch (2 1/2") strips which can be pulled from
members' stashes if a scrappy look is enjoyed; no specialty rulers are needed. Bonnie Hunter's site is quiltville.com which has
both projects on the site. The cost of the class is $30.00 per class for members and $40.00 per class for non-members.

UPCOMING WORKSHOPS--Lura stated that an all day workshop with Becky Hanks will be held on therkt Saturday of May
(May 2). To prepare for this workshop, another workshop will be held on the st Saturday of April (April 4). The cost of the
Lone Star workshop is $40.00.

BLOCK OF THE MONTH--Ginny Stevens reported that this month's block of the month was on the back table. Ginny will get
more copies if needed.

DESTINATION MYSTERY QUILT--Carolyn Ray announced that this would be the last month for the destination mystery quilt.
Next month members will receive directions for assembling the quilt.

LIBRARY/AQS ORDERS--Susan Rigby reminded members that six books must be ordered before AQS orders will be placed.
Susan will be placing an order this month; members were encouraged to place their orders now.

REFRESHMENTS--Linda Duke requested that members take a moment to sign the refreshment sign-up sheet being circulated
around the room.

QUILT SHOW--Pamela Borders announced that only one (1) hotel still has queen rooms available for the AQS show. Pamela
recommended that members check online and register soon to ensure a room.

OPPORTUNITY QUILT 2008-2009--Members who renewed or signed up by the deadline were eligible for six free tickets;
Cheryl Clabough announced these tickets were ready for pick-up. Cheryl also announced that a door prize drawing would be
held for those who brought back and paid for their opportunity quilt tickets. Ella Thomas won this month's prize. Members
were reminded to sign the back of their tickets before returning.

CHARITY QUILTS/PROJECT LINUS--Cynthia Brown announced that thirty-three (33) quilts were turned in this evening for
Project Linus. Smocking Bird is still deciding whether or not to donate a sewing machine. February 28 will be a cuddle quilt
sewing day with using kits. Lura received a note from a soldier in Iraq who received a Quilt of Valor.

MISCELLANEOUS ANNOUNCEMENTS--Susan Barrow reported that the Art Museum has an exhibit of quilts which will be
displayed until March.
