This October's program will feature a trunk show by our  Winter Retreat 4
own member, Ellen Anson, who will share some of the quilts
and wall hangings she has created over the past thirty years.
Ellen states that she became preoccupied with quilting in 1976
and has made over one hundred quilts, specializing in hand quilting and hand applique.
She has had quilts juried into national quilt shows, won an award at the AQS show in
Paducah, Kentucky with her wall hanging, "Bountiful Harvest" (1996), had her quilt, "My
Heart Wasn't Always In It" featured on the cover of Quilter's Newsletter Magazine
(December 1992) along with a featured article in "The Meeting Place" of that same issue,
and has had several quilts and patterns published in McCall's Quilting Magazine.
Ellen's quilt, "Summertime" won the EQ3 design competition in August 1999 and she
won third place in the first AQS Quilt Photo competition in 2008 with her quilt,
"Snowflake Fantasy". She has been a two time winner of Best of Show, Best Hand
Quilting, and Viewer's Choice Awards in the Heritage Quilter's of Huntsville "Fanfare"
shows.

Ellen has been instrumental in helping establish three quilters' guilds in the
southeast and was charter president for the Azalea City Quilters in Mobile, Alabama and
Heritage Quilters of Huntsville. Ellen and her husband, John, moved to Hoover last year
and has been a member of ESQG since September 2008. She is a special education
teacher at Trace Crossings Elementary.

This promises to be an inspiring program full of beauty and great ideas. Whether
our quilts are completed on machine or by hand, we have much to enjoy and learn from
this talented lady. This is a program sure to challenge us all.

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The first weekend in September, my family drove to Abilene, Texas, for the wedding of our
former vicar. With a deathly fear of heights, | drove through the Dallas/Fort Worth area white
knuckled and terrified. After exiting the last of the five-storied (or more) overpasses, |
commented that | needed a break, like a quilt shop. Shortly thereafter a billboard appeared:
"Common Threads Quilt Shop, Waxahachie, Texas". This was my sign (literally) from God.
Exit coming up. What a delightful shop! Located in a quaint, historic downtown area next to
an antique shop, Common Threads has all the charm of its town. Filled with historic
reproduction fabrics, 1930s reproduction fabric, patriotic fabrics, and of course, western
fabrics, a quilter has much from which to choose. There are the obligatory kits and notions
along with the most unusual quilt books. Scattered throughout the store suspended from the
extremely high ceilings were quilts and quilt tops for inspiration yet at no time does one feel
claustrophobic. A high end coffee pot for patrons is located in the rear of the store with a
sign posted above offering assistance for those unfamiliar with its use. Benches and pews
offered seating while books and baskets of fat quarters perched nearby. The staff members
were friendly, helpful, knowledgeable, and available, always working as a team. One
member graciously searched the internet to help us find the information we needed for our
purchase. While | have a frequent shopper card to the quilt shop near my brother's home in
Maryland and others for shops here in Alabama, | would not normally consider a frequent
shopper card for Texas. | made an exception. Having visited quilt shops in ten states and
nearly a hundred cities, this is my new favorite. They have an online site as well. | heartily
recommend this shop for anyone making a trip out west. Plan to spend the day. Two hours
for us wasn't enough; we barely had time to look.

This Quilt Bee is for the purpose of
learning how to use the Electric Quilt program EQ6 in designing new quilts — or — completing some of
those UFOs.

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CALL TO ORDER........ Sara Adlman, president called the meeting to order.....& presented the Shelby county
Library with a check in the amount of $650 as a gift for allowing us to use their building for our meetings.
Sara also said that we were making a donation to St. Francis of Assisi Episcopal Church where we have
met for classes on occasion.... & then turned the meeting over to Jeanne Heinemann, vice president.

PROGRAM............ Jeanne presented a program about Favorite & least favorite tools used for quilting......&
people within the guild spoke on theirs.....Beverly likes the leather dots...uses them instead of thimbles...&
uses a pounce pad to mark her quilt & says that chalk for it comes in both white & blue but do not iron this
as will become permanent; Sheryl Simpson likes her ripper (originally designed to remove ticks) ...sold
under 'Uncle Bills super gripper tweezers" which can be found in the sporting goods store....she does not
like the rotary blades sharpeners; Carol Harmon uses a condiment jar to put water in her iron when she
sews, & likes her magnetic "spot” to put her scissors on; Alma Gaertner's favorite tool is her 36" ruler as she
can cut straight strips quite well & uses a heavy weight to help hold it in place....Cheryl Clabough likes the
self-threading needles (uses Clover brand assorted sizes) to tie off & bury threads in her quilts & loves the
short cuts for half square triangles....she does not like wash away foundation..has used this item but had
trouble with it...Ellen Anson uses a level from the hardware department store to square her quilts....has laser
level with the intersect light on it;...ECarol Harmon also says that she uses a clip on magnet but does not
like to use on a computerized machine as magnet may erase some of the memory, does like her "gypsy
grabber”, & her "sew wonder" (magnet that she wears around her neck when sewing to put pins on) & likes
her clover bnger pressor as does not distort blocks;......Patty Huys uses labels to mark her boxes in her
sewing room, uses a turntable to put her tools in at her work area, a tweezer with magniber & likes her book
"Mix & Match Blocks" by Leisure Arts, "The Quilters Ultimate Visual Guide", likes her glue stick that goes on
purple but dries clear, & really likes OraH thread (50-weight Egyptian cotton thread). ;...Judy Goodwin likes
needle threaders & her magnetic pin cushion....... Mary Lane likes the bobbin holders but goes to the dollar
store & buys them as hair wraps, likes her glue stick & the eye brow shaper for seam ripper & her travel iron
that she bought at Bed, Bath & Beyond (Rowenta);............ Glenda Jones like her Omnigrid rulers with
sandpaper dots to keep them in place as she cuts & also uses address labels to mark her equipment.
Susan Rigby likes her rotating cutting mat but does not like the one with the turntable underneath as it has a
tendency to walk & move as you try to cut.... Nancy Allain really likes her EQ6.... really her favorite tool as
she used it to draw & design quilts, choose borders, etc...this has many ideas & runs about $150 but can be
purchased thru AQS for less, likes to use a mechanical pencil with 2B lead as has more graphite & makes a
very bne line & is easy to bnd...her least favorite tool is the magic half square ruler......Darlene Calfee enjoys
hand quilting & enjoys her Roxanne thimble as is custom bt to her Pnger & used cut up tourniquets to help
grip her needles as she quilts...her least favorite tool was the chenille rotary cutter but used an electric
scissors instead... Tamara Heinemann likes to use 3exible binders with pockets & graph paper & is able to
organize her quilt projects....can be obtained at Staples ofbce supply stores; Jeanne Heinemann likes to
use artist sketch pads to draw ideas & puts these in a binder for future use & her least favorite is Omnigrid
rulers... TIPS by CAROL HARMON.... She likes the "TIPS 2" by Fons & Porter which is on disc & she is
presenting this to the guild library....also advised one to take time when considering buying a sewing
machine & to do your research.....& she has a long arm machine & has purchased a mirror to use to see
underneath the quilt to check for "birds nests " underneath, & uses "Mr. Clean Magic Erasers" to remove
marks off her machine. Also advised to use bobbins on the top when machine quilting as both bobbins will
run out of thread about the same time & won't have to check the bobbin below to reHll....
